7.1 Application to Alter a Municipal Heritage Property – Christ Church, 455 Northfield Road, 

Maitland 
 
Ms. Giblin presented the request received for alternation to the Christ Church located in 
Maitland (report attached to the agenda).  The proposed alternation would replace one side of 
the roof with different coloured asphalt shingles.  
 
Changing the colour scheme of the structure is considered a substantial alteration, however, 
the colour of the roof material is not considered a character-defining element. 
 
The committee was advised that the repairs had been made and completed prior to the 
meeting.
