6. Planning Advisory Committee Matters

6.1. What We Heard Report and Staff Recommendations — Coastal Protection

A report titled “Coastal Protection — Policy Recommendations” providing background details
and various ways the Municipality engaged the public on the topic of Coastal Protection and the
results of the survey conducted, was circulated with the agenda.

Ms. Gindi gave a presentation titled “Coastal Protection”, (attached to the Minutes)
summarizing staff recommendations regarding the coastal protection project. Details of the
report were reviewed in detail at the October 12, 2023, Special PAC meeting held at the Best

Western in Cookville, NS.

amendment and new Land Use By-law respecting these measures to be brought before
Council for First Reading, with the exception of timeline be for 3 years.

7.1. Policy 027 — Heritage Property Policy Review
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A report titled “Policy 027 — Heritage Property Policy Review” providing details on Council’s
direction to staff to revise the Heritage Property Policy. The revisions are to explore a viable
solution for classifying the replacement of roofing material with metal and non-substantial
alternations.
