1. Call to Order 

Mayor Bolivar-Getson called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. and began by acknowledging 
that the meeting was held in Mi’kma’ki, the traditional territory of the Mi’kmaq people. 
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2. Announcements/Acknowledgements/Recognition 

2.1 Proclamation – International Women’s Day 
Mayor Bolivar-Getson proclaimed March 8, 2022 as the 111th International Women’s Day to 
recognize all genders and to celebrate women, girls, two spirit and gender people through 
cultural, legal, economic, and social change. 
 
Councillor Bell thanked the women around the Council table and past representatives for their 
dedication, commitment, and service. 
 
3. Approval of Agenda 

It was noted that a second recommendation was received from the Nominating Committee for 
the appointment of another member to the Sustainability Committee.  It was requested that 
this second appointment be added to Item 9.5.1 Appointment to Sustainability Committee.   
 
Moved by Councillor Hubley, seconded by Councillor Haysom that the Agenda be approved 
with the above addition.  Carried unanimously.

Moved by Deputy Mayor Moore, seconded by Councillor Haysom that the Minutes of the 
February 22, 2022 Council meeting be approved as circulated.  Carried unanimously.

9. Recommendations from Committees & Boards 

9.1 Finance Committee 

9.1.1 Donation to Red Cross Ukraine Humanitarian Crisis Appeal 

2022-025 Moved by Deputy Mayor Moore, seconded by Councillor Bell that Municipal Council 
accept the recommendation of the Finance Committee and provide a donation in the amount 
of $10,000 to the Red Cross Ukraine Humanitarian Crisis Appeal, and that these funds be 
taken from the Council Contingency Fund.  Carried unanimously. 
 
9.2 Fire & Emergency Services Committee 

9.2.1 2022-2023 Fire Department Grants 

2022-026 Moved by Councillor Whynot, seconded by Councillor Hubley that Municipal 
Council accept the recommendation of the Fire & Emergency Services Committee and 
approve a 2% increase (totalling $3,723) over the 2021/2022 grant amounts, with the 
2022/2023 fiscal year grants being: 
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 Matching Grant  $44,115 
 Municipal Grant  $66,698 
 Training Grant   $11,343 
 Insurance Grant  $56,304 
 Personnel Insurance Grant $11,343 
 
 Total Grants            $ 189,803 
 
It was clarified that the Insurance Grant provides property damage coverage, while the 
Personnel Insurance Grant covers the firefighting personnel.   
 
The Motion on the floor was voted on and carried unanimously. 
 
9.3 Municipal Joint Services Board 

9.3.1 Amendments to By-law 039 Solid Waste Collection and Disposal 

A report from April Whynot-Lohnes, Municipal Clerk, titled “Proposed Amendments to By-law 
039 Solid Waste Collection & Disposal” was circulated with the agenda. 

2022-027  Moved by Deputy Mayor Moore, seconded by Councillor Statton that Municipal 
Council accept the recommendation of the Municipal Joint Services Board and give notice of 
its intention to approve the amendments to By-law 039 Solid Waste Collection & Disposal, as 
presented, and conduct First Reading of same, and give notice of Second Reading on April 12, 
2022.   
 
Stephanie Smits, Outreach and Communications Supervisor with the MJSB was in attendance.  
 
Ms. Smits clarified that the proposed amendments to By-law 039 were to ban certain items 
from being placed in the organics stream, such as various compostable bags, plastic or waxed 
drink cups, and fast-food packaging with polyethylene liners.  She explained these items did not 
fully break down, resulting in a contaminated compost product.  
 
Ms. Whynot-Lohnes added that the proposed amendments also included housekeeping 
amendments such as accessible formatting and language as per accessible standards. 
 
The Motion on the floor was voted on and carried unanimously.  
 
Ms. Smits left the meeting. 
 
7. Presentations/Scheduled Times  

7.1 Christmas Tree Producers Association (LCCTPA) 
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Murray Crouse, President of LCCTPA, Anzil Blackadar, Chairman of Special Events Committee, 
and Andrew Crouse, Chairman of Executive Committee, were in attendance. 
 
Mr. Murray gave a presentation (attached to Minutes) on the Association’s plan to upgrade 
their office building and provided background information on the Christmas tree industry. 
 
Mr. Murray explained that the LCCTPA was requesting financial support from other municipal 
resources to help towards the cost of renovating the building as the Association did not fit the 
criteria for municipal grant funds.  
 
Councillor DeLong declared a Conflict of Interest and removed herself from the discussion.  
 
Staff were directed to investigate options for a one-time grant and report back to Council for 
further discussion.  
 
Mr. Crouse, Mr. Blackadar, and Mr. Crouse left the meeting 
 
9. Recommendations from Committees & Boards 

9.4 Planning Advisory Committee 

9.4.1 By-law 020E Osprey Village Plan Review 

Mr. Kang reviewed his report, “By-law 020E (Osprey Village Plan Review)” (circulated with the 
agenda) detailing the amendments to By-law 020.  He also explained that by passing the motion 
on the item, it was implied that Council was conducting First Reading and that a Public Hearing 
and Second Reading would be conducted on April 5, 2022.   
 
A concern was raised regarding the proposed removal of the minimum parking space 
requirement.  Mr. Kang explained that determining the number of parking spaces was best left 
to the experience and knowledge of the developers.   
 
2022-028 Moved by Councillor Oickle, seconded by Councillor DeLong that Municipal Council 
accept the recommendation of the Planning Advisory Committee and approve the 
amendments to the Osprey Village planning document by adopting By-law 020E, as amended 
in Appendix A of the staff report dated February 24, 2022, with the amendments to Section 
64 of By-law 020E by striking out proposed clause 8.3.1(c) and to Section 51 of the By-law by 
striking out “amended by striking out Maximum Height of Structures: 20 metres (66 feet)” 
and substituting “repealed”.  Carried unanimously. 
 
9.4.2 Exploration of Affordable Housing Options 

Mr. Kang’s report, “By-law 020E (Osprey Village Plan Review)”, also spoke to the exploration of 
affordable housing options.  Mr. Kang clarified that it was implied that staff would report to 
Planning Advisory Committee once all information was compiled, and subsequently report back 
to Council. 
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2022-029 Moved by Councillor Statton, seconded by Deputy Mayor Moore that Municipal 
Council accept the recommendation of the Planning Advisory Committee and direct staff to 
explore options for affordable housing in the Municipality, such as the inclusionary zoning, 
affordable housing cash-in-lieu, and bonus density.  Carried unanimously. 
 
9.5 Nominating Committee 

9.5.1 Appointment to Sustainability Committee 

The Nominating Committee recommended the appointment of Meghan Doucette to the 
Sustainability Committee (circulated with agenda), and further recommended the appointment 
of Elmer Garber to the Sustainability Committee (attached to the Minutes).   
 
2022-030 Moved by Councillor Bell, seconded by Councillor Veinotte that Municipal Council 
accept the recommendation of the Nominating Committee and appoint Meghan Doucette 
and Elmer Garber to the Sustainability Committee both for a two-year term.  Carried 
unanimously. 
 
9.5.2 Appointments to Boundary Review Committee 

2022-031 Moved by Councillor Haysom, seconded by Councillor Whynot that Municipal 
Council accept the recommendation of the Nominating Committee and appoint the following 
to the 2022 Boundary Review Committee:

At 10:33 a.m., it was moved by Councillor Whynot, seconded by Councillor Oickle that 
Municipal Council go In Camera to discuss Item 13. 1 Contract Negotiations re Water Tower 
under Section 22(2)(e) of the MGA.  Carried.

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10. Staff Reports 

10.1 Recreation Department 

10.1.1 Designated Communities Fund – South Shore Annapolis Valley Trail Association 

A report from Bill Schurman, Director of Recreation, Parks and Tourism, titled “Designated 
Community Fund Project – South Shore Annapolis Valley Trail Assoc.” was circulated with the 
agenda. 

2022-032 Moved by Councillor Greek, seconded by Councillor Hubley that Municipal Council 
grant the South Shore Annapolis Valley Trail Association the amount of $595 as per the 
criteria outlined in MODL Policy 048 Designated Community Project Fund.  Carried 
unanimously. 
 
10.2 Planning Department 

10.2.1 Private Road Maintenance Charge Area – Botany Woods Landowners Assoc. 

A report from Norma Schiefer, Development Officer, titled “Request to Add 1 Property to the 
Private Road Maintenance Charge Area – Botany Woods Landowners Association” was 
circulated with the agenda. 

2022-033 Moved by Councillor Bell, seconded by Councillor Haysom that Municipal Council 
approve the addition of PID 60716248 to the Botany Woods Private Road Maintenance 
Charge Area; and further, that the Municipal Clerk and Mayor be authorized to sign an 
addendum to the Private Road Maintenance Agreement with the Botany Woods Landowners 
Association to implement the same.  Carried unanimously. 
 
10.2.2 Private Road Maintenance Charge Area – Forest Lake Lot Owner’s Assoc. 

A report from Norma Schiefer, Development Officer, titled “Request to Add 2 Properties to the 
Private Road Maintenance Charge Area – Forest Lake Lot Owner’s Association” was circulated 
with the agenda. 

2022-034 Moved by Councillor DeLong, seconded by Councillor Veinotte that Municipal 
Council approve the addition of PID 60609856 and 60268562 to the Forest Lake Private Road 
Maintenance Charge Area; and further, that the Municipal Clerk and Mayor be authorized to 
sign an addendum to the Private Road Maintenance Agreement with the Forest Lake Lot 
Owner’s Association to implement the same.  Carried unanimously. 
 
10.2.3 Private Road Maintenance Charge Area – Russells Cove Road Assoc. 

A report from Norma Schiefer, Development Officer, titled “Request to Add Properties to the 
Private Road Maintenance Charge Area – Russells Cove Road Association” was circulated with 
the agenda. 
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2022-035 Moved by Councillor Greek, seconded by Councillor DeLong that Municipal Council 
approve the addition of all properties along Ronald’s Way to be added to the Russells Cove 
Road Maintenance Charge Area; and further, that the Municipal Clerk and Mayor be 
authorized to sign an addendum to the Private Road Maintenance Agreement with the 
Russells cove Road Association to implement the same.  Carried unanimously. 
 
10.3 Economic Development 

10.3.1 MODL Land Review Plan 

Mr. Waters gave a presentation on “MODL Land Review Plan” (circulated with the agenda) and 
explained that the intent of the presentation was to provide Council with a list of municipal 
properties available to sell under per MODL Policy 065 Divestiture of Surplus Land.   He 
explained that the funds from the sale of surplus properties would be used to upgrade the 
Municipality’s existing parks.   
 
Mr. Waters provided details on the following: 
 

 MODL Lots available for sale 
 Review of MODL Policy 065 Divestiture of Surplus Land 
 Use of funds 
 Review of Land by District 
 Next Steps 

 
It was noted that in most circumstances, abutting landowners would be given first option to 
purchase lots, and discussions followed on the steps to be taken to notify abutting landowners.  
 
Mr. MacEwan clarified that appraisal costs would be included in the selling price of the lots.  
 
2022-036 Moved by Councillor Veinotte, seconded by Councillor Haysom that Municipal 
Council deems the lots identified as surplus and direct staff to proceed with the divesture in 
accordance with policy MDL-65, Divesture of Surplus Land as presented.  Carried 
unanimously. 
 
10.4 Engineering Department 

10.4.1 Cookville Wastewater Collection – I&I 

Mr. Pace reviewed the report, “Cookville Wastewater Collection System Inflow and Infiltration 
Investigation” (circulated with the agenda) and reported that the month of March was a peak 
time for inflow and infiltration flows and an ideal time to conduct the investigation.   
 
2022-037 Moved by Councillor Hubley, seconded by Councillor Statton that Municipal Council 
authorize staff to hire exp Inc. and additional subcontractors as required to complete the 
Cookville Wastewater Collection System Inflow and Infiltration Investigation for a maximum 
cost of $50,000, including 4.286% HST with funds coming from the Sewer Reserve.

It was clarified that the 4.286% HST was the Municipality’s contribution to HST.  
 
The Motion on the floor was voted on and carried unanimously. 
 
11. Mayor’s/Deputy Mayor’s/Councillors’ Matters 

11.1 Bridgewater Area Chamber of Commerce  

Councillor Haysom reported that the Bridgewater Area Chamber of Commerce asked its 
members to complete a survey to determine the types of challenges businesses were 
experiencing and asked for the top three concerns.  The survey results determined that the 
following were the top three concerns facing business owners: 
 

 labour shortages; 
 supply chain disruption; and  
 lack of networking opportunities. 

 
Councillor Haysom advised that the Bridgewater Area Chamber of Commerce was hosting a 
Chamber Chat on Thursday, March 10, 2022 at 7:00 p.m., and attendees could register on the 
Chamber’s website.   
 
11.2 MJSB Update 

Deputy Mayor Moore reported that an MJSB meeting was scheduled for March 9, 2022 and 
asked that the update be deferred to the next Council meeting.  
 
11.3 Deputy Mayor’s Update 

Deputy Mayor Moore advised that she attended agenda briefings and to cheque signing.  
 
11.4 Mayor’s Update 

Mayor Bolivar-Getson advised that she attended the Capital Budget workshop; COO interviews; 
NSFM meetings and the Spring Conference Planning meeting; the MJSB meeting; the Flood Risk 
workshops; and a meeting with Councillor Statton and Staff re McCullough Road.   
 
Mayor Bolivar-Getson reported that the tender for streetlights at the intersection of Logan 
Road and Highway 325 was posted.  
 
Councillor Statton reported that the MJSB was forecasting a surplus of $178,000 and explained 
that the Board questioned where the surplus funds would be held.  She reported that there was 
no reserve set aside for shutting down the facility.   
 
12. Added Items 
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A second recommendation from the Nominating Committee was added to the agenda at Item 
9.5.1 Appointment to Sustainability Committee. 
 
14. Adjournment 

There being no further business at 12:19 p.m., it was moved by Councillor Statton, seconded 
by Councillor Whynot that the meeting adjourn. Carried.
