1. Call to Order

Mayor Bolivar-Getson called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. and began by acknowledging 
that the meeting was held in Mi’kma’ki, the traditional territory of the Mi’kmaq people. 
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2. Announcements/Acknowledgements/Recognition 

Councillor DeLong declared a Conflict of Interest on Item 11.1.1 AIM Network, Climate 
Emergency Summits.   
 
New municipal staff were introduced to Council.  Reid Shepherd, Senior Planner, and Marta 
Selassie, Trails & Open Space Coordinator.   
 
Councillor Whynot announced that the 1972 Bridgewater Midget B Hockey Champions would 
be holding a 50th year reunion on August 10, 2022.

Bud Johnson, Northwest Road, was in attendance for Public Input.  Mr. Johnson voiced his 
concerns regarding the assessment criteria in Lunenburg County.

8.1 Feasibility Study

10. Recommendations from Committees & Boards 

10.1 Finance Committee 

10.1.1 2021-22 Proposed Capital Funding and CCBF Investment 

2022-123 Moved by Deputy Mayor Moore, seconded by Councillor Whynot that Municipal 
Council accept the recommendation of the Finance Committee and approve the funding of 
2021-22 completed capital projects and CCBF investments as noted in the report and as 
summarized on the enclosed 2021-22 Capital Project & CCBF Investment Plan.  Carried 
unanimously. 
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10.1.2 Overestimate of J-Class Street Paving 

2022-124 Moved by Councillor Oickle, seconded by Councillor Bell that Municipal Council 
accept the recommendation of the Finance Committee and approve the increase in the cost 
sharing for the J Class roads in the amount of $51,500, as presented by the Department of 
Transportation and Infrastructure Renewal (TIR), and direct the Mayor to execute the Notice 
of Approval form provided by TIR.  Carried unanimously. 
 
It was clarified that the Department of Transportation and Infrastructure Renewal (TIR) was 
now known as the Department of Public Works. 
 
A concern was raised regarding the frequency of cost overruns notices, and that the Province 
could not provide more accurate estimates.

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8. Presentations 

8.2 Sherbrooke Lake Stewardship Committee Update 

Garth Bangay, Chair of Sherbrooke Lake Stewardship Committee, and Blake McNeely, with 
Coastal Action, were in attendance.  
 
Mr. Bangay advised that the results of the third year of water quality testing were ready to 
circulate to the public.  Council provided their approval to do so.   
 
Mr. McNeely gave a presentation (circulated with the Agenda) on the results of the water 
quality testing in Sherbrooke Lake.  He explained that the following three productivity levels 
were tested and reported the results of each. 
 

• Phosphorous & Nitrogen 
• Chlorophyll-a & Phycocyanin (toxin produced by bluegreen algae) 
• Heavy metals 

 
Mr. McNeely reported that the water quality was generally good.  He explained that the threat 
of an algae bloom still existed but that the sediment quality was improving.  His 
recommendation was to continue monitoring the quality of the water.  
 
It was noted that the information and data collected by this project could be used in other 
research regarding toxins in lakes.  
 
Mr. Bangay and Mr. McNeely left the meeting.

There being no further business at 10:57 a.m., it was moved by Councillor Whynot, seconded 
by Councillor Haysom that the meeting adjourn. Carried. 
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
