Mayor Bolivar-Getson recognized Krista Stockman, Sean Giffin, Jason Rafuse, and Nicholas
Skoreyko for their achievements at the Special Olympics Canada Winter Games held in Calgary,
Alberta and presented them each with a special recognition award.

Krista Stockman, Sean Giffin and Jason Rafuse received Silver medals in A Division Curling.
Nicholas Skoreyko received Gold, Silver and Bronze medals in the 100m Snow Shoeing, the 4 x

100m Snow Shoeing and the 200m Snow Shoeing, respectively.
